Located in the desert adjacent to sacred Native American grounds, The ‘Q’
(Quechan Casino Resort) in Winterhaven, California had special building and
Heating, Ventilating and Air Conditioning (HVAC) challenges. The proximity to a
sacred mountain necessitated that the roof mounted equipment be hidden from
view. The desert surroundings required all new roads and services be brought
into the site. California Comfort Systems USA (CSUSA) was ready to meet these
challenges for the ‘Q.

The 265,000-sg-ft Quechan Resort Casino project consisted
of a five-story, 166-room resort hotel, with swimming pool and
lazy river; 33,000-sg-ft casino; 20,000-sg-ft event center; food
court; and a surface parking lot with 1,650 spaces.

The Solution
The CSUSA Team:

e Engineered the mechanical roof mounted equipment behind parapet walls
to hide it from view.

e Used Building Information Modeling (BIM) software and avoided clashes
between the many trades.

e Routed ducting throughout the casino in tight ceiling spaces.
